pale straw colour. Intriguing nose of green melon, nectarines
and honeysuckle contrasting with a more savoury celery salt
character. playful spiciness lingers in the background 

aromas of sun ripened yellow apples and pears. 
perfectly balanced by a subtle mineral finish 

green fig and gooseberries on the nose with 
underlying tropical fruit aromas which follow through 
to the palate and a crisp, complex finish

the minimum yield of a vine rooted in 70% quartz stone 
is truly reflected in this wine. the flinty, blackpowder nose
with a mineral palate will become more pronounced 

fresh peach and citrus aromas finely balanced by creamy
vanilla flavours, subtly wooded, full-bodied and fruity 

expressing passion fruit, nettles and blackcurrant 
aromas with a mouthwatering acidity, a full and 
textured palate and extraordinary length 

aromas of ripe gooseberries, tropical fruits and green
asparagus, hints of fresh cut grass. very crisp minerality 
& good finish to it; full mouth-feel

neutral aroma on unoaked, light flavours, 
but with chardonnay’s fuller figure; nicely dry 

pears with hints of flowers & ginger spice, together with 
the creaminess and richness derived from the 2007 rustenberg
chardonnay lees, enhances the nose and carries through to the
palate. this crisp, unoaked style has a clean and dry finish 

this lightly oaked style combines a medley of citrus aromas
with freshness. the wine is elegant, well balanced and
lingers on the palate

clean limey tones, subtle oaking, fresh acidity ensure
present harmony, great complexity 

well-rounded and generous on the palate but elegant with 
a creamy and nutty rather than a buttery texture and flavours
of lime, lemon and orange, lifted by a light sprinkling of pepper 

intense lemon-lime flavours. a crisp fruitiness makes 
it a superb partner with food. hints of spiciness add 
to its intrigue



pale yellow-green colour. the nose is extremely attractive
with hints of green apples, ripe tropical fruit, ginger, raisins
and muscat. the crisp acidity prevents the wine from
becoming too sweet 

a full dry blend with fruitiness, extract and soft acids 

this wine has a young green/yellow colour and a ripe
bouquet with rich fresh fruit, peachy aromas and hints 
of almonds 

this fruit-driven white wine, a real local favourite, 
is made from a variety of cultivars each harvested 
from site-specific vineyards 

intense aromas of dried fruits and honey. 
lavish but elegant palate with vibrant acidity

old gold colour was made from whole bunch 
pressed grapes and offers pleasing aromas of 
lemon zest and fruit drops 

an attractive salmon pink colour. this blend 
of noble red varieties offers a combination 
of fresh strawberry characters with aromatic 
peach-like flavours 

summer-berry flavours of shiraz combined 
with plummy merlot add complexity 
to this dry fruity rosé

a wine with a strong mint nose, full of ripeness 
and subtle oak aromas 

soft tannins and the fruity taste of overripe berries

deep, ruby red in colour with chocolate and ripe berry 
fruit and hints of mint and cigar box notes on the nose. 
full bodied with juicy mulberry and cherry flavours 
and spice on the palate 

an elegant wine with classic cabernet character. 
fruity, nutty and spicy in-mouth flavours. soft, round 
and medium-towards full-bodied 

the wine has a deep and intense ruby red colour. 
the nose shows ripe red berries, prunes and blackcurrants,
complemented by sweet oak and black pepper undertones 

aromas of blackberries and currants, with a twist of mint 
and vanilla. fullbodied, yet very balanced, with a solid core of
fruit and fine tannins

in the world) has telltale smoky, spicy characters 
that are laced with berries 

a medium to full bodied pinotage with a deep red 
colour. a complex pinotage with plum and red berry 
flavours well integrated with the oak aromas

velvety, fruity and mellow. medium-bodied, full of 
flavour with intense colour and depth of character 

scented compôte of ripe berries, softly rounded,
tannins well-housed

attractive dark ruby. the nose shows ripe berry, 
plum, chocolate and coffee flavours 

meaty depth and firm tannins are offset 
by the shiraz’s lingering spice and black fruit 

deep ruby core with a lively rim. the nose is a pleasant
bouquet of ripe black fruit mingling with subtle oak spice.
the richly textured palate is enhanced by a sweet fruit 
core which adds weight and dimension to the wine 

dark chocolate and vanilla aromas, giving way to dark 
berry fruit. well balanced with soft, well integrated 
tannin structure

rich, plummy merlot complements the minty, 
blackcurrant flavours of cabernet sauvignon. 
the peppery, dark berry fruit of the shiraz adds 
a spicy complexity to the blend
